Oskar Heinroth (1847-1945) was a zoologist, Director of the Aquarium in the Berlin Zoo, teacher of Konrad

Lorenz and an excellent photographer. Over the course of 28 years, he and his first wife raised around 1000

birds from the egg in their apartment in Berlin, describing their development in text and pictures. The result of their

studies was the unique work Die Vögel Mitteleuropas (1926-1933) – the comparative study of animal behaviour in

ornithology.

Dr. Gabriele Kaiser studied librarianship and history and is a research associate in the Manuscript Department of

the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin. The topic of her doctoral thesis and her current area of study is German, Swiss and

Australian historical documents. The current focus of her work is on natural history expeditions in the early 20th

century.
